Civic Theatre Tiered seating                        

This area has full stage facilities 
including an extended apron, 
comfortable, raked seating for 389.    

There is adequate stage depth for rear 
projection with the added advantage of a 
full fly tower if required for special 
effects.

Town Hall

from Braddon Hall by oak panelling which, when 
not in use, is concealed in a wall cavity, creating a 
large open area for dining.
